Baster Message from the Bishop
My dear People,

Christ is Risen!
Today I greet you all in the Jjoy and triumph of the
Resurrection of our Lord. Having submitted freely to
his death on the Cross, our Lord and Saviour has now
for all time gained victory over sin and death.
"Christ being raised from the dead dieth no more,
death hath no more dominion over him". :
On the first Easter Day, when our Lord appeared to
his disciples in the Upper Room, he showed them his
hands and feet and side. He reminded them of the
marks of his passion. If we, who are members of Christ
by virtue of our baptism, are to understand anything
of the glory of his Resurrection, we must first rem-
ember that we "are buried by Baptism into his Death".
Without Good Friday there could have been no Easter
Day. In the same way, unless we ourselves first die
daily unto sin, we can have no share in the real Joy
and victory of the Resurrection.
